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CURFEW POLICY KMC Instruction 36-2901

Between the hours of 2300-2400, there will not be loitering, and minors
will not be allowed outdoors except when returning to quarters by using
the most direct route. From 2400-0600, minors are not to be out of
quarters unless accompanied by a parent, guardian, or other responsible
adult who has been entrusted with their care. On occasion, certain
functions which cater to our youth, i.e., motion pictures, AYA programs,
roller rink, etc., end at or about 2400 hours. Minors leaving such functions
will be allowed a period of not more than 30 minutes to proceed to their
homes by the most direct routes possible without disturbing the peace.

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Home Alone Policy August 98 and Excerpts from 415™ BSB Policy Letter on Supervision
of Children and KMC Housing Regulation

Children under age 5 must be accompanied by an adult or approved child care provider in
areas including stairwells and playgrounds.

Children under age 10 will be attended by an adult or approved child care provider at all
times (not left alone while parents are away). Children (5-9 years old) will be within hearing I
distance of their care giver or be able to reach the care giver immediately, as appropriate to
the age of the child.

Child care providers must be at least 12 years old to baby-sit and may not care for children
over an extended period of time (defined as more than 10 hours per week) in their home, or
provide overnight care. AFT 34-701, Child Development, governs family day care in MFH.
Check with the KMC Family Day Care Coordinator on rules for providing childcare in your
home.

Children under 14 years of .age may.not be left alone overnight in quarters. Children who are
14 and 15 may be left overnight in quartersfor a period not.to exceed 24 hours. Parents
must designate a responsible adult or individual to periodically observe the child or children,
a medical power~of ‘attorney | is recommended to facilitate any-required medical care.
Children between the ages of 16 and 18 may be left overnight in quarters for a period not to
exceed 72 hours, Parents who leave their children alone will also notify their first sergeant
or squadron commander-of their designated responsible adult, providing hame and phone
number. Parents will brief their , dependent teenagers of actions to take in case of fire, loss
of utilities, prowlers, and military or,medical emergencies, and-will-be reminded of noise
restrictions. Under ho circumstances, regardless of age, will children be left alone who
cannot take appropriate-emergency measures, or| who have a history of significant
misconduct.

Dependents and guests are.not allowed fo use maid's rooms as'sleeping quarters due to fire
safety codes (except four-plex, duplex and single’units:

Children are not permitted fo:

Play in stairwells, maids rooms, attics, basements, hallways, open windows, window
well covers, garages, on building-roofs;-ledges, under-first floor balconies, or in front of
stairwell and building entrances.

Damage, dirty, or deface buildings (e.g., writing on walls, throwing

mud or balls against buildings.)

Dig in or otherwise damage landscaped and lawn area.

Climb in or damage trees or disturb felled branches in unapproved

areas (woods).

Take out garbage unless supervised or able to close dumpster lids.

Play in or around refuse containers.

Roller-skate or bounce balls in their housing unit.

For safety of your children they should not play in stairwells, streets, or parking areas on
foot, roller-skates/blades, or skateboards. Rollerblading in base housing is only permitted
on designated bike roads. Failure to control children can be cause for eviction from MFH
